•We use Little Wandle Letters and Sounds as our scheme 

for EYFS and KS1 phonics and reading. 
• This term, Year 2 have continued to revisit and learn 

phonics alongside the spelling content from the Year 2 
curriculum, using Little Wandle’s ‘Bridge to Spelling’ 
programme. 
• Some children will still be doing daily phonics in small 

groups.
•We have recently started reading groups to further 

support reading and comprehension. These groups 
allow for children to make further progress at their 
reading level. This happens three times a week.
