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Reading in Year 6

* In Year 6, we have daily Guided Reading sessions. Texts are covered
over two weeks where we focus on one or two vipers skills.

* We also give children regular opportunities to read for pleasure.



Reading at home

* Please continue to read regularly with your child. We try to read with
each child on a fortnightly basis to ensure they are reading at the
right level. The more they read, the more progress they can achieve!

* The pupils can change books whenever they need to.

Vocabulary

Draw upon knowledge of vocabulary in order to
understand the text.

Example questions

What does the word .......... mean in this sentence?

Find and copy a word which means ..........

Which word in this section do you think is the most
important? Why?

Which of the words best describes the
character/setting/mood etc?

Can you think of any other words the author could have
used to describe this?

Infer

Make inferences from the text.

Example questions

Predict

Predict what you think will happen based on the
information that you have been given.

Example questions

Look at the book cover/blurb — what do you think this
book will be about?

What do you think will happen next? What makes you
think this?

How does the choice of character or setting affect what
will happen next?

What is happening? What do you think happened
before? What do you think will happen after?

What do you think the last paragraph suggests will
happen next?

Explain

Explain your preferences, thoughts and opinions about
the text.

Example questions

Who is your favourite character? Why?

Why do you think all the main characters are girls in this
book?

Would you like to live in this setting? Why/why not?

Is there anything you would change about this story?
Do you like this text? What do you like about it?



Retrieve Summarise

Identify and explain the key features of fiction and non-
fiction texts such as: characters, events, titles and
information.

Summarise the main ideas from more than one paragraph
