 One local authority application for all maintained schools
(community, foundation, voluntary aided, free school
and academy) regardless of where the school is located

* National closing date for the submission of forms — 31st
October 2025

« 6 preferences allowed in London (Hertfordshire will only
accept four Hertfordshire schools — don’t include more)

 Equal consideration given to each school asked for; E.G
a 6'" preference is ranked higher than a 1%t preference if
you live closer and it comes to distance criteria.
